Sun., Oct. 11 - CHICAGO / EN ROUTE 
Today we depart Chicago’s O’Hare International Airport 
on our non-stop overnight transatlantic flight to Rome, 
Italy.  (I) 
 

Mon., Oct. 12 - ROME / SAN GIMIGANO 
Today we will arrive in Rome, Italy, where we are met by 
our Italian Tour Escort who will accompany us throughout 
our vacation.  We board our motorcoach that will take us 
north along the “Highway to the Sun” and into the       
beautiful Tuscan Hills and the Val d'Orcia.  We will visit a 
local winery to enjoy the amazing Brunello wines and 
sample the famous Pienza cheese.  This afternoon, we will 
arrive at our resort overlooking the ancient hill town of 
San   Gimignano.  Dinner is included this evening at our 
hotel.  (I,D) 
 

Tues., Oct. 13 - SAN GIMIGANO 
Today we visit  the ultimate Tuscan Hill Town of San 
Gimignano, a virtually untouched medieval city-state 
where time seems to have stood still since the Middle    
Ages.  Comprised of 14 towers, some over 165 feet high, 
we’ll walk through ancient cobblestone streets lined with 
wine and leather stores to the famous Piazza della         
Cisterna.  You will have time to explore the beautiful 
shops and taste some of Italy’s best gelato.  Next, we visit 
a local Tuscan farm where we will see their winery and 
their herd of Chianina Tuscan Cattle.  Here we explore the 
art of Italian Cooking with a wonderful cooking class.  
Savor the wonderful wine and fresh products grown on 
site with the magnificent view over the Tuscan countryside 
and San Gimignano. (B,D) 
 

Wed., Oct. 14 - SAN GIMIGANO / MONTECATINI   
TERME 
We say good bye to San Gimignano this morning and 
drive to one of Italy's most beautiful cities, Siena.  We will 
set off with a local guide walking the narrow cobblestoned 
lanes, learning about the various 'contrade,' or neighbor-
hoods, all of which have a distinct personality. We will see 
and learn more about Monte dei Paschi di Siena, the 
world's oldest bank that is still operational today, see the 
famous Piazza del Campo, the superlative square that is 
home to the Palio, a wild horse race that takes place every 
July and August.  We will visit Siena’s stunning Duomo.  
This afternoon we drive north passing the city of Florence 
to the to the elegant town of Montecatini Terme and our 
hotel.  This evening dinner is included our hotel.  (B,D) 
 

Thurs., Oct. 15  -  MONTECATINI TERME (Pisa and Lucca) 
This morning we travel to Pisa, located near the shores of 
the Mediterranean Sea.  A tour through the Campo dei 
Miracoli will include a visit to the Cathedrale di Pisa.  
While the white, shining outside of the Cathedral truly is 
stunning, the same is true of its inside.  Next door, we’ll 
visit Battistero di San Giovanni which was founded on 
August 15, 1152.  Of course, no visit to the Square of   
Miracles would be complete without a visit to the famous 
Leaning Tower.  The tower’s apparent flouting of the laws 
of gravity has attracted numerous visitors over the        
centuries, including the Pisan Scientist Galileo.  Next we 
visit the ancient city of Lucca with its wide high walls 

around the city center, dating back to the 17th century. We 
are off on a walking tour of Lucca, also called the city 
with a hundred Churches, because of all the religious 
buildings in the old center.  Our tour within the fortified 
walls will show this elegant town.  We will also have time 
at leisure to stroll Fillungo, Lucca’s main shopping street 
and visit Piazza dell’Anfiteatro in the heart of the town, a 
medieval square maintaining the shape of the old Roman 
Amphitheatre that was located there.  (B) 
 

Fri., Oct. 16 - MONTECATINI TERME (Florence)  
This morning we tour Florence.  Julius Caesar founded 
the colony of Florentia in the 1st century on the north 
bank of the Arno.  Today the city occupies both banks of 
the Arno River and is famous for its art treasures and    
glorious history.  We begin with a visit to the Galleria 
dell’Accademia to view Michelangelo’s statue of David.  
Afterward, we’ll explore the heart of the city, beginning 
with a visit to the magnificent Cathedral of Santa Maria 
del Fiore, and see the neighboring Baptistery of St. John 
with its famous bronze doors.  From here, we’ll stroll 
along the Via dei Calzaiuoli and pause to admire the      
Piazza della Signoria with its wonderful backdrop formed 
by the Old Palace’s powerful presence, before ending with

a visit to the unforgettable Ponte Vecchio, the oldest    
surviving bridge in the city, built in 1345.  As we’ll soon 
find out, walking the streets of Florence is like taking a 
voyage back in time.  We stop at the Piazza Michelangelo 
as we leave Florence for a spectacular view over the city.  
We enjoy dinner at a local restaurant.  (B,D) 
 

Sat., Oct. 17 -  MONTECATINI TERME  (Cinque Terre) 
Today we explore the area known as Cinque Terre, a    
protected stretch of rocky coastline assessable only by 
train or sea. The name refers to the five dramatically      
situated villages that cling to the very edge of cliffs:   
Monterosso, Vernazza, Corniglia, Manarola and            
Riomaggiore.  As we’ll soon see, time has stood still in 
these ancient villages where the locals remain strongly 
rooted in their customs and traditions.  Once we arrive in 
the National Park of Cinque Terre, we will move by train 
to reach the villages of Riomaggiore, Manarola, and   
Vernazza.  Riomaggiore: the southernmost village of the 
Cinque Terre with typical house-towers along the coast,  
Manarola: the oldest of the Cinque Terre villages, where 
we explore narrow alleys and pretty pastel squares, 
Vernazza: according to many, it is the most beautiful of 
the five villages with natural harbor, a castle and a church.  
Late this afternoon we make our way back to Montecatini 
Terme and our hotel.  (B) 
 

Sun., Oct. 18 - MONTECATINI TERME / ROME 
Today we bid farewell to Tuscany and travel south to the 
Eternal City of  Rome.  This afternoon we enjoy a        
panoramic tour of Rome.  We’ll visit the Colosseum, a 
masterpiece of classical architecture where fights between 
men and beasts, gladiatorial contests, races, and simulated    
naval battles occurred.  Adjacent to the Colosseum is the 
Forum, the social center of ancient Roman life.  Next, we 
are headed to the world-famous Trevi Fountain, where 
King Neptune's Tritons guard the sparkling waters of 
Rome's most beloved monument.  Toss a coin in the    
fountain to ensure your return to the Eternal City of 
Rome.  We will also see the Pantheon, dedicated to "all 
the gods" as a celebration of celestial order.  (B) 
 
 
 
 
 

Mon., Oct. 19 - ROME (Vatican Museums) 
This morning we begin with a visit to the Vatican.        
Vatican City is a separate entity from the city of Rome, 
governed by the Pope and his Cardinals.  Here we will 
visit the Vatican Museums with its priceless art.  Our next 
stop is the Sistine Chapel with Michelangelo’s impressive 
masterpieces.  We visit the  awe-inspiring St. Peter’s   
Basilica where we’ll see La Pieta, a great sculpture by 
Michelangelo, the statue of St. Peter, and the majestic 
canopy over the High Altar.  This afternoon is at leisure in 
Rome for independent sightseeing to explore Ancient 
Rome on your own or to visit the boutiques and shops 
along the Via Condotti.  This evening we visit a tradition-
al ivy-clad, 19th-century taverna for a wonderful farewell 
dinner while being serenaded by roaming a trio of         
musicians. (B,D) 

 

Tues., Oct. 20 - ROME / CHICAGO 
This morning we say ‘arrivederci’ to Italy and travel to 
Rome ’s Airport in preparation for our return journey 
home.  No better time to reflect on memories of our     
Tuscany vacation that will last a lifetime.  On arrival in 
Chicago’s O’Hare International Airport.
